Taking the Neighbourhood Plan Forward

(i) Questionnaire; (ii) Open Day 
Maria Brown and Andy Turner had met prior to this meeting to go over possible displays for an open day.  An example was put up for all to view – Each topic would have its own table and display and public would need to walk through all of these before they reached the back of the hall to view housing.  Members of the public would be encouraged to ask questions and comment possibly by post it notes, comment slips etc.  Public should stop at all tables and talk on every topic before reaching housing.  This will enable them to get an introduction to the concept of Neighbourhood Planning and to get an overall view of what Marden’s Neighbourhood Plan involves.

This open day would be looked at as a fact finding event and form part of the evidence base.  After the event each topic group would record all the information received and report back to the Group.  This outcome would then be transferred to the questionnaire to be distributed to all residents.

All in agreement with basic format and possible dates would be 1st/2nd  March or 8th/9th March 2013.  Alison to check availability of Vestry Hall and Memorial Hall.

Once a date had been set this would be advertised as widely as possible.

(iii) Other
Catherine Alderson informed the group that the Heritage Centre was holding an exhibition from 24th November to 23rd February and the NP Group would be welcome to provide a small display – and also possibly having a display at the “Marden at Christmas” event on 8th December.  These would be discussed in more detail at the next NP Meeting.

The timescale for preparing the Plan was raised and Peter Court explained that as he understood it MBC Core Strategy would not be formally adopted until the 3rd or 4th ¼ of 2013.  We therefore cannot formalise our plan until the Core Strategy is adopted.  The full draft of the Core Strategy should be out for consultation in December so an idea will be formed from this as to its content.

Sasha Newton will look at costings of large aerial photos and OS maps.  Other mapping systems would also be investigated.
