The cause was a young man of whom had just got out of prison that day . 
He then decided to borrowed his fathers car , drive it on the wrong side of the road , at great speed into us ...our car was the completely spun upon impact and finished facing in the opposite direct of my home about 1/2 mile away .
Our car was a right off , we where extremely lucky he didn’t kill us ! 

However our drama didn’t end there as the traffic in this area has increased dramatically due to the developments in this area of which has caused the A229 to become a motorway , due to these facts the congestion was pretty much in instantaneous.
Due to this , the small single lanes leading off from the A229 quickly become rat runs for the two way traffic ..this then lead to the blocking of these side roads as the vehicles can’t pass ! 
This meant we had no choice but to remain on site for a further 4 hours until the wrecks where removed.

My daughter sadly couldn’t come to our aid until the congestion was cleared as our home entrance /exit had been blocked by the traffic diverting into Summerhill road .

My mother later died that evening .

Sadly, this has become a regular occurrence leading to country life becoming a stressful environment in which to live ...the wildlife is truly diminishing as it’s forced  to suffer the impact these developments ..forced out of its habitat and being killed off is truly upsetting and truly worrying!

The joys we once had of walking ,cycling ,riding ,dog walking , carriages  in the country lanes and enjoying the views and wildlife is diminishing rapidly ...no wonder depression is on the increase ! 

As EVERYTHING is now dominated by  motorists , your left with no choice but to join in the rat race ...you have to be prepare to die by the motorist if you dare to walk ,ride , cycle etc..
