Location: (To be defined by Parish Clerk on morning of litter pick) 
· Under 16’s to be accompanied by a responsible adult and to litter pick on paved areas/open space only
· Over 16’s to litter pick all areas - 16-18 year olds to be accompanied by a responsible adult
· No lone working to be undertaken

Description of Activity: 
· Litter pick in accordance with risk assessment in areas specified
· Any fly tipping/hazard materials to be left in situ and reported to the Parish Clerk

Tools to be Used:    
· Litter picker 
· Gloves 
· Hi-Viz 
· Sturdy footwear
· Black sacks

Hazards and Safety Measures: 
· All work undertaken by volunteers shall have regard to the Health & Safety at Work etc. Act 1974 and related health & safety legislation.
· You should not undertake the work defined if you have either an injury or illness that could increase risk of further injury or illness either to you or fellow volunteers.  If you are unsure of the likelihood of increased risk due to either injury or illness, you should contact the supervisor before starting work.
· You will not be asked to work at height.
· Jewellery, necklaces, watches and ideally should not be worn – wearing them present risk of injury.  
· Appropriate footwear must be worn.  Ideally, sturdy boots covering the ankle and providing support on uneven ground should be worn.  Open-toed shoes or sandals, trainers (footwear without a heel) must not be worn.  Doing so increases risk significantly.
· Long hair must be tied up to avoid it getting caught in the activity.
· Gloves should be worn where appropriate.
· Dress appropriately (ie sun hat/sun screen if hot/sunny), waterproofs if wet.
· Anyone aged 16-90 is covered by the Parish Council insurance and will be permitted to litter pick on unpaved roads.  
· Any flytipping witnesses should not be removed and should be left alone.  This should then be reported to the Parish Council with details of location and a description of what has been flytipped and a photograph of the items left if possible.  Alternatively, this can be reported directly to Report Fly Tipping | Maidstone Borough Council or via the CountryEye app which can be downloaded on your mobile.  

First Aid: 
· When a volunteer is wounded (serious cuts and grazes) undertaking authorised work, the supervisor should be notified as soon as possible.  A first aid kit is held by the Parish Clerk.
· In the case of serious injury, immediate first aid should be administered and the Parish Clerk informed.  

Other
· The Parish Clerk will have the mobile phone on her at all times.   Where necessary, the emergency services will be called.
· Report back, either in person or via the mobile, when litter pick completed.
· You may find you need to double bag the refuse sacks if too heavy
· Once refuse sacks are full please tie the tops and leave on the verge (do not leave on the highway or blocking a pavement).  Two Cllrs will drive around and pick up during the course of the morning.
· If you are working in pairs and one volunteer has to leave please return to the hall or telephone the mobile and ask if you can join another party – you must not litter pick on your own.
· When you have completed litter picking your allocated roads please return to the John Banks Hall with your equipment and to report that you have finished.  If you go straight home = PLEASE RING THE MOBILE TO LET THE PARISH COUNCIL KNOW THAT YOU HAVE FINISHED.  In the case of you going straight home please return the equipment to the Parish Office by Monday morning please.  The hall will not be left until all volunteers have been accounted for on their return.
· Please take photos if you can and is safe to do so whilst litter picking and send to the Parish Council.  If you send photos it will be assumed that you give permission for these to be put on Parish Council social media pages and its newsletter.  If you don’t what photos put up please indicate when sending them over.
