Apologies:  Apologies were received from The Clerk, Cllr Jean Robinson, Christine Gibbs and Liz Stanley

Minutes:  The Minutes of the previous meeting held on 25th March 2013 were still to be circulated and would be confirmed at the next meeting.

Welcome:  Cllr Turner welcomed various new representatives to the meeting who briefly introduced themselves as well as their involvement in Marden.

Open Day:  The meeting discussed in depth the format for the next Neighbourhood Plan Open Day scheduled for 22nd June.

Cllr Brown had drawn up, by way of example, how each sector might define its position within the NPPF, culminating in a NP Policy statement.  The meeting agreed this format.

It was noted that MBC’s ‘Call for Sites’ procedure had been extended and that the cut-off date had now been 31 March 2013.  MBC was intending to finalise its report by August and the matter would also be discussed with the RSC’s at a meeting to be scheduled in May.

It was agreed that Cllr Brown and Sascha Newton should continue with their aspect of the housing development exercise.

It was agreed that Cllr Brown’s NP housing document should be circulated so that a similar format could be used for the other subject sectors within the Marden Neighbourhood Plan.

Cllr Mannington reported that she would be drafting a similar document for the business sector which could be confirmed when Liz Stanley returned from holiday.

Cllr Adam would shortly be drawing up a transport policy document.

Hertsfield Residents Association:  Mr Darryl Parker, representing the Hertsfield Residents Association, drew the meeting’s attention to history relating to a local planning difficulty and how the HRA had now found the means to resolve the matter. However, the HRA required advice as to how this could be achieved within planning legislation.  

Mr Parker was offered advice on possible avenues which could be followed in what was a particularly tricky problem.
